6) The Project Proponent has submitted application for diversion of forest land @0.0651 Ha. vide proposa no.
FP/PB/Others/483143/2024. As per the undertaking submitted by the project proponent, no wildlife sanctuary islocated in
the vicinity of the project and as such, no NBWL permission is required. Further, as per undertaking submitted by the
Project Proponent, no litigation is pending in respect of the land on which the project isto be devel oped.

7) The SEAC, constituted under the provision of the EIA Notification, 2006 and comprising of expert members/domain
experts in various fields, has examined the proposal submitted by the project proponent in the desired form along with the
EMP report prepared and submitted by the consultant accredited by the Quality Council of India (QCI)/ Nationa
Accreditation Board for Education and Training (NABET) NABET on behalf of the project proponent in its 296th meeting
held on 01.07.2024. The SEAC noted that the project proponent has given an undertaking that the data and information
given in the application and enclosures are true to the best of his knowledge and belief and no information has been
suppressed in the report. If any part of the datal/information submitted is found to be false/misleading at any stage, the
project may be rejected and Environmental Clearance given, if any, may be revoked at the risk and cost of the project
proponent.
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8) SEAC noted that the project proponent has provided adequate and satisfactory clarifications to the observations raised
by it. Therefore, SEAC decided to forward the case to the SEIAA with the recommendation to grant Environmental
Clearance for Commercial Plotting Project namely “Estatelance Real Estate Pvt Ltd” at Village Nijjarpuria &
Meharbanpura, Tehsil-Jandiala Guru, District- Amritsar, Punjab in land area @1,05,084.635 Sgm. (subject to inclusion of
0.443 acres land presently under Government acquisition in approved plan of the project) and having built up area @
2,03,828.721 Sgm, as per the details mentioned in the application proposal & subsequent presentation /clarifications made
by the project proponent and his consultant.

9) The case was considered by SEIAA in its 301st meeting held on 09.07.2024 wherein SEIAA observed that the case
stands recommended by SEAC. The Authority examined all the aspects of the project proposal in detail and was satisfied
with the same. Therefore, the Authority decided to grant Environmental Clearance for Commercial Plotting Project
namely “Estatelance Real Estate Pvt Ltd” at Village Nijjarpuria & Meharbanpura, Tehsil-Jandiala Guru, District-
Amritsar, Punjab in land area @1,05,084.635 Sgm. (subject to inclusion of 0.443 acres land presently under Government
acquisition in approved plan of the project) and having built up area @ 2,03,828.721 Sgm, as per the details mentioned in
the Form-1, EMP, conceptual plan and subsequent presentation /clarifications made by the project proponent and its
consultant with proposed measures and subject to conditions proposed by SEAC and certain additional conditions and
amended conditions.

10) Accordingly, SEIAA, Punjab hereby accords Environmental Clearance to the aforesaid project under the provisions of
EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006 and its subsequent amendments subject to proposed measures and strict compliance
with terms and conditions as per Annexure-1.

11) The SEIAA reserves the right to stipulate additional conditions if found necessary at subsequent stages and the project
proponent shall implement al the said conditions in a time-bound manner. SEIAA may revoke or suspend the
environmental clearance if the implementation of any of the above conditionsis not found to be satisfactory.
